
  

So this year, Sara and I have 
chosen to emphasize  
liberation as a way to see 
what God has accomplished 
through Christ on the cross.   
You'll hear me preaching in 
sermons on what we are liberated from, what 
we are freed for, and how liberation happens 
in human life, both in the Christian story of 
resurrection and the Exodus, the liberation 
story that we share with our Jewish sisters and 
brothers. 

The key is, liberation is about a kind of 
"crossing" —whether it's Israel crossing the 
Red Sea to freedom, or you and me crossing 
over into a new life as we discern Christ's way, 
seek social justice, and discover the holy in the 
midst of it all!

Many of us at FCUCC have an ambiva-
lent view of the cross, for at least two 
reasons: 1. It's been so sentimentalized 
in hymns and popular devotional litera-
ture that it's lost its power and become a 
cliché of the Christian Right; and 2. The 
suffering it symbolizes has been used to 
excuse and even bless violence.  

So when Lent comes around with its 
traditional emphasis on the suffering of 
Christ, our spiritual lives can sometimes 
have a gap that only the Holy-Week-and
-Easter part of the Jesus story can 
fill.  We are liable not to know what to 
say or do when the inevitable scripture 
passages of this season come around on 
Sundays. 

And yet, the cross is a vital part of a 
Christian spirituality.  
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Twenty-five children in kindergarten through 7th grade have been working with Sara 
Weatherman and many leaders and musicians to get ready for the presentation of “Moses 
and the Freedom Fanatics” since December when try-outs for the major singing parts 
were held. Each Sunday during Sunday school and Children’s Worship the singing of the 
children, Julie Graf-Frye’s piano and Amy Weatherman’s flute filled the hallway with 
music. Thanks to all the leaders, costume fitters, and to all for working so hard to bring 
us this special Sunday of music which includes the Combo band led by Tony Porter.  
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In keeping with the life and 
teachings of Christ Jesus, we 
joyfully and unconditionally 
welcome all people of any 
age, gender, race, culture, 
ability, or sexual orientation 
into our community of faith 
and affirm the worth of all 
people as unique individuals 
made in God's image.

¨ Many poor villages lack electricity.  We consume 22% of all the electricity in the world.  Multiply your dollar 

amount by the number of electrical appliances you enjoy. 
¨ Worldwide 100 million elementary school-aged children do not attend school.  Multiply your dollar amount by the 

number of years of formal education you have received. 
 

You get the idea.  We are truly blessed.  Be generous.  What may seem like a little, can make a huge difference in the 
lives of others.  We have also designated the month of March as “Cereal Month” for the O.U.R. Center.  Please bring 
boxes of cereal to fill the food pantry which, at present, is critically low.
