“turning it over” to God, and then following 
the Spirit’s leading about what to do?

Francis of Assisi and his definition of 
stewardship is excellent, and I com-
mend it to you for what possibilities it 
might open up for you as you think 
about integrating “stewardship think-
ing” further into your own life. 

But what about “stewardship praying,” 
too?  As a congregation, we’ve been 
bold for decades about what God calls 
us to DO to care for the hungry, 
the  homeless, the excluded in our so-
ciety, and for the earth and all that’s in 
it.  But, as I’ve wrestled recently in my 
own prayer life with what “new thing” 
God is inviting me to ask God to DO in 
my life, I’ve discovered exactly how 
timid my prayers have been.

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Perhaps it’s a matter of finances, money, and possessions: Are the 
symptoms of “affluenza” getting the best of you, and do you want 
OUT?  What might happen if you tried an “experiment of faith” 
and trusted even one matter in this area to God for six weeks? 

What might CHANGE in each of our lives if you and I were to 
ASK, and then do the footwork required for God to begin this 
“new thing,” this work of transformation? 

You can see, it’s not that DOING becomes irrelevant if we be-
come bolder in our praying.  When the Choir sang “Order My 
Steps” in its annual Gospel Sunday service in May, the song’s lyr-
ics ask God for changes in behavior, actions, words and 
deeds.  We might correctly re-title the song, “Order My Action 
Steps”—although the extra syllables make it hard to sing! 

Here’s the thing: Our action steps, our doing, are SO important 
that we cannot entrust them ONLY to our own thinking, feeling, 
and intuitions: You and I need the guidance and power of our God 
to bring about real transformation—personally, congregationally, 
and socially!  I believe that if we are bold in our asking (asking for 
specific things to happen, but also asking for what God’s will  is 
for us and for society), God will lead us to focus increasingly on 
the things that matter most, and grant us the energy to partner with 
God in bearing this fruit—the fruit of our doing. 

So I invite you to think, ask, pray: Which of the “Infinite Possibili-
ties” is God calling YOU to risk trusting God with?

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“Stewardship is everything I do after I say I believe.” 
These words are attributed to St. Francis of Assisi.  But how do these words fit in with our usual image of St. Francis – 
the man in a monk’s robe with a bird on his shoulder and his hand outstretched to a gentle animal?  Obviously, St. Fran-
cis asks more of us than just to be kind to little wild creatures. 
St. Francis’ words are nice, but – everything? 
What a challenge St. Francis lays before us!  What would our lives be like if each moment was lived in harmony with 
the ideals we say we believe in?  If we are stewards – if we are the oikonomos responsible to manage all we are given so 
that there will be enough for all in our household – the challenge in St. Francis’ words is to apply the role of the steward 
to all areas of our lives. 
Stewards of our time:  We are given 24 hours a day, to be used as we choose. 
Stewards of the earth – the soil, the water, the air, the plants, the creatures:  We make choices every day that affect what 
the earth will be like for those who come after us. 
Stewards of our relationships:  We can choose actions that strengthen our connections to those important to us. 
Stewards of our financial resources:  We have resources beyond those of most of this earth’s residents, and can choose 
how to use and share them. 
Stewards of our talents:  Each of us has unique capabilities we can choose to use in beneficial ways. 
How can we be the stewards St. Francis challenges us to be?  The possibilities are infinite! The Stewardship Ministry 
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We’re collecting personal care items to give to the OUR Center throughout September and October.
